PUBLIC HEARINGS

a.  Public Hearing Continuation for the NW Old Town Street and Utility Project INFO

Due to the snow event on December 9, the City Council made the decision to continue the Public
Hearing for the NW Old Town Improvement Project to the January 13, 2026 Council meeting.
Heidi Hamilton of WSB presented the project information for the Council and residents.

The city’s 2026 Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) includes the Northwest Old Town Street and Utility
Improvements, including:

* Cedar Street (Elmwood Terrace Apartments to Branch Avenue)

* Elm Street (Oakview Avenue to 8th Avenue)

* 10th Avenue (TH 95 to Cedar Street)

* 11th Avenue (Elm Street to Cedar Street)

* 12th Avenue (TH 95 to Cedar Street)

The project involves the reconstruction of streets in the Old Town area along with drainage
improvements, storm water detention, water main improvements and sanitary sewer remediation.



Sidewalks could be included in the project along Elm Street and Ninth Avenue, and street parking along
Elm Street, at the Council’s direction.

The City Council considered proceeding with this project in 1995, 2006, and again in 2016. In all
instances the project did not go forward due to high assessment costs. A new assessment policy was
adopted in August 2025 and used in developing the proposed financial plan for the project.

A neighborhood meeting to discuss the project was held on November 17, 2025. Notice of the December
9, 2025 public hearing was mailed to property owners on November 19, 2025 and published in the
official newspaper on November 27, 2025 and December 4, 2025, meeting the statutory guidelines. Due
to the snowstorm that occurred on the day of the Public Hearing, the Hearing was continued to January
13, 2026.

A notice of the January 13 continued public hearing was sent to all residents and property owners on
December 18, 2025, and notice was published in the official newspaper on January 1 and January 8§,
2026. A project information sheet was included with the mailing and a website has been created
(https://nwoldtown-wsbeng.hub.argis.com) to share information about the project more widely. The
revised project schedule proposes to begin construction in July 2026 and complete the work in the
summer 2027

The proposed improvement cost is estimated to be $5,547,400 , which includes 10% contingency and
20% indirect costs.

The next step for this project to move forward is to order the improvement, direct the preparation of plans
and specifications, and approve the engineering services contract with the City's Engineering Firm,

WSB. The contract for services includes the preparation of the project design plans and specifications,
bid preparation and publishing, creating the bid tabulation and bid verification with letter of
recommendation for award of the project, materials testing, and construction observation. The total cost
to complete these services is proposed to be completed at a cost of $579,039 (plus $8,875/parcel if
additional right-of-way acquisition is needed). A copy of the full scope of services is attached for your
review.

City Administrator Matthew Hill presented the consideration of approval of the City Council Meeting
calendar for 2026.

c.  Finance Update INFO

Finance Director Sharon Wright presented the Finance Update.

Cash and Investments

The City currently holds approximately $5.2 million in checking accounts and money market funds that
are readily convertible to cash. These funds support day-to-day operations. Our target

balance is closer to $6.0 million to avoid penalties associated with larger invoices or pay applications.
While balances were slightly below this level at the end of November, the second

installment of property taxes is typically received during the first week of December. In addition, the City
holds $17.5 million in investments, including Agencies, U.S. Treasuries,

Certificates of Deposit, and Bonds. The average earnings rate for these investments in November was
3.836%, generating approximately $50,000 per month in interest income.

Liquor Store Report

Liquor store revenue continues to trend slightly below prior periods; however, expenses have also
declined. Net income before transfers remains strong at approximately 10.6%. Gross

margin is averaging 30.3% across both stores, which exceeds the statewide average of approximately
27%.

November Finance Update

We are nearing final year-end figures and have begun preparing accruals for both revenues and expenses.
Invoices related to 2025 expenditures are often received through February and will be

recorded in the appropriate fiscal year. All funds are currently projected to exceed their 2025 budgeted
revenue amounts, and

expenses remain below budget as we approach year-end.

d.  Consider Approval of Viking Meadows Preliminary Development MOU ACTION

Community Development Director Nate Sondrol presented the Viking Meadows Preliminary
Development MOU. Due North Homes LLC (“Developer”) requests City Council approval of a



Preliminary Development Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for the proposed Viking Meadows,
Edition 1 residential subdivision. The proposed Viking Meadows development is located directly east of
the wastewater treatment facility on Ash Street and west of Hemingway Avenue. (PID: 11.00343.00) The
MOU establishes a non-binding framework outlining the parties’ mutual expectations related to land use
entitlements, infrastructure coordination, special assessments, utility extensions, and key terms to be
incorporated into a future binding Development Agreement. Approval of the MOU provides procedural
clarity and predictability for both parties while preserving the City’s authority during subsequent formal
approvals. The proposed development consists of approximately 27.75 acres planned for residential use,
including a minimum of 101 units comprised of 35 single-family homes and 66 twin-home units.
Development density will be calculated based on net developable acreage. The project will proceed
through standard entitlement processes, including preliminary and final plat approvals.

Entitlement Process
The City agrees to process preliminary and final plat applications in accordance with adopted ordinances
and statutory timelines, without imposing unreasonable or ad hoc conditions.

Special Assessments

The parties agree in principle to utilize Minnesota Statute § 429 to assess up to $850,000 in eligible on-
site infrastructure improvements, with assessments rebated to the Developer over a seven-year period,
subject to final terms in a Development Agreement at no expense to the city.

Utility Extensions

The City agrees to extend municipal water, sewer, roadway, and related utilities to the development
boundary from Ash St. Utility capacity or improvements exceeding project needs to serve future growth
would be funded by the City.

The engineers estimated total cost for the extension of the municipal water, sewer, roadway, and related
utilities is $1,525,832.96. Below is a breakdown of the costs.

Total $1,525,832.55
Sanitary $453,186.72
Water $279,565.29
Storm  $203,285.70
Street  $589,794.84

The funding for the sewer and water would be through trunk fees collected from the development and the
water and sewer funds. The funds for the roadway and fifty percent of the drainage improvements would
be through the city’s municipal state aid street account, and possible assessments to the property to the

north. The remaining fifty percent of the drainage improvements would come from the stormwater fund.

Engineering Coordination
The parties will evaluate the use of WSB as project engineer, with cost responsibilities to be defined in
the Development Agreement.

Park Dedication and ROW

The City will evaluate potential park dedication fee credits in exchange for dedication of right-of-way
along the western boundary for a future north/south roadway corridor as identified in the city’s
comprehensive plan.

Developer Protections
The MOU identifies vested rights, limitations on future exactions, phasing flexibility, dispute resolution,

Improvements including:

The 2026 Pavement Improvement Project is made up of two local streets identified in need of milling and
a 2-inch asphalt overlay and one local street identified in need of asphalt reclamation and 4-inch re-
paving. We are also proposing a geometric and drainage improvement project be completed as part of
this project.

The proposed 2026 projects consist of:

e Milling and overlay of 377th Street from the west city border to Falcon Avenue North, and

e Milling and overlay of 407th Street west of Hemingway Ave, and Harvester Ct from 407th St south
to dead end, and

e Reclamation and re-paving of Pine Street between Forest Blvd and Pine Street, and

e Installation of curb and gutter and storm sewer to address drainage and geometric issues along Grand
Avenue, south of 376th Street.

The roadways identified for pavement improvement are local streets. Grand Avenue is a collector road
that is part of the Municipal State Aid System.

The total project budget is $790,000 and includes all proposed overlay costs as well as all engineering,
survey, administrative, inspection, materials testing and contingency costs. The project will be funded

from the city’s street improvement fund.

b. Recieve Pavement Management Plan INFO

Justin Messner, City Engineer from WSB, and Sam Lunquist, Materials Area Manager, presented on the
Pavement Management Plan. In November 2024, WSB was authorized to complete a Pavement
Management Plan (PMP) for the City of North Branch. Pavement condition data was collected for all
paved city roads in May 2025. Using this data, the plan was developed to provide an overview of the
condition of the City’s roads, and document different budgeting scenarios to evaluate the cost to meet the
network condition target under varying levels of funding.

The plan includes guidance on maintenance practices and repair strategies, and information about
pavement conditions on different roadway segments that can be used to guide capital improvement and
maintenance plans. A total of 88.5 miles of city roads were evaluated to determine Pavement Condition
Index (PCI) for bituminous roads. PCI has scale of 0-100 with higher values indicating better pavement



conditions. The current weighted average PCI for bituminous roads in North Branch is 76.2.

The City Council received the Pavement Management Plan.

c.  Consider approval of Resolution # R-256-2025 authorizing the North Branch ACTION
Speed Policy

Justin Messner, City Engineer, from WSB presented the approval of Resolution R-256-2025 authorizing
the North Branch Speed Policy.

Based on engineering analysis, statutory authority, and community input, the following speed limit
changes are recommended for city-owned roadways (See Appendix D of the report for amap of proposed
changes):

* Maintain current speed limits on MnDOT and Chisago County roads.

* Reduce Flink Avenue (north of Sunrise River) from 55 mph to 45 mph.

* Reduce Isanti Trail (west City limit to TH 95) from 55 mph to 40 mph.

* Reduce Falcon Ave (south City limit to 370th St) from 45 mph to 40 mph; add “Reduced Speed Limit
Ahead” signage.

* Reduce 360th St and 372nd St (CSAH 30 to Hemingway Ave) from 45 mph to 40 mph.

* Rural Local Unpaved Roads: Set at 45 mph, but only post signs if safety issues are reported.

* Rural Local Residential Unpaved Roads: Set at 35 mph, but only post signs if safety issues are reported.
* Remove conflicting speed limit signs.

* Review curve warning signage and advisory speeds if posted limits are reduced.

Justin Messner, City Engineer, from WSB presented the approval of Resolution R-257-2025 accepting
the Transportation Study for future development needs.

The study explains how area charges and assessment rates for future development agreements are set.
Table 4 shows how roadway improvement fees are divided by land use, trip generation, and intersection



traffic share. This makes sure that development fees are fair, transparent, and directly connected to the
infrastructure needs of new growth. Recommended upgrades for intersections match the planned I-
35/400th Street interchange. The analysis finds that about half of local traffic will use 400th Street
eastbound to reach the upcoming interchange—signaling community support for regional infrastructure.
These improvements reflect the City’s dedication to supporting mobility and economic growth across the
region.

By recording local investments and aligning with key regional projects like the 1-35/400th Street
interchange, the City improves its chances of securing outside funding. The study may also be used in
grant applications to demonstrate preparedness, solid planning, and benefits for residents. The analysis,
cost data, and infrastructure review improve the City's chances of securing transportation grants like the
MnDOT LRIP Program.

It’s assumed the right-of-way for the Flink Ave/400th Street Area will be secured during project platting,
cutting down on city expenses. This method streamlines land purchases needed for roadway and drainage
work, making development more efficient. Right-of-way requirements are clearly outlined and measured
to help with negotiations and official approvals.

A 12 watermain will be included for
the length of the road extension. This roadway and watermain is planned to be bid as an

alternate. Construction costs for the alternate have not been included in the $4,108,846.35 budget.

The total project budget is $4,108,846.35. The project will be funded from a $1,050,000 Business
Development Infrastructure Program grant from the State of Minnesota, proceeds from the sale of land in
the interstate business park and the City’s Street Improvement Fund. In the event, the sale of the land
does not take place, the project scope for construction would be reduced to the limits of the existing
BDPI project.

STAFF REPORTS
a.  Speed Study review INFO

Justin Messner, City Engineer and Heidi Hamilton, Senior Project Manager, both from WSB presented
on the speed limit study. Minnesota Statutes (§169.14) allow cities to set speed limits on city streets
under their jurisdiction, without requiring an engineering and traffic investigation, provided changes are
implemented consistently and signage is installed. The policy aims to improve vehicles and

Pedestrian safety, especially in developing areas, and to address community concerns about

speeding. Staff provided public notice and invited participation in an interactive online comment map to
help identify further areas of concern. Feedback received was taken into account during the development
of the recommendations.

Based on engineering analysis, statutory authority, and community input, the following speed limit
changes are recommended for city-owned roadways:

* Maintain current speed limits on MnDOT and Chisago County roads.

* Reduce Flink Avenue (north of Sunrise River) from 55 mph to 45 mph.

* Reduce Isanti Trail (west City limit to TH 95) from 55 mph to 40 mph.

* Reduce Falcon Ave (south City limit to 370th St) from 45 mph to 40 mph; add “Reduced Speed Limit
Ahead” signage.

* Reduce 360th St and 372nd St (CSAH 30 to Hemingway Ave) from 45 mph to 40 mph.

* Rural Local Unpaved Roads: Set at 45 mph, but only post signs if safety issues are reported.

* Rural Local Residential Unpaved Roads: Set at 35 mph, but only post signs if safety issues are reported.
* Remove conflicting speed limit signs.

* Review curve warning signage and advisory speeds if posted limits are reduced.

Next Steps:

* Policy Adoption: Approve Speed Limit Policy and resolution for changes.

* Implementation: Develop a signing plan; install/remove signs as needed.

* Communication: Inform the community via newsletter articles, social media, press releases, and city
meetings.

There was a consensus among the City Council to move forward with this at a future City Council
Meeting.

b.  Flink/400th Transportation Impact Study INFO

Justin Messner, City Engineer from WSB, presented the Flink/400th Transportation Impact Study. The
study explains how area charges and assessment rates for future development agreements are set.
Roadway improvement fees are divided by land use, trip generation, and intersection traffic share. This
makes sure that development fees are fair, transparent, and directly connected to the infrastructure needs



of new growth.

Recommended upgrades for intersections match the planned 1-35/400th Street interchange. The analysis
finds that about half of local traffic will use 400th Street eastbound to reach the upcoming interchange—
signaling community support for regional infrastructure. These improvements reflect the City’s
dedication to supporting mobility and economic growth across the region.

By recording local investments and aligning with key regional projects like the 1-35/400th Street
interchange, the City improves its chances of securing outside funding. The study may also be used in
grant applications to demonstrate preparedness, solid planning, and benefits for residents. The analysis,
cost data, and infrastructure review improve the City's chances of securing transportation grants like the
MnDOT LRIP Program.

It’s assumed the right-of-way for the Flink Ave/400th Street Area will be secured during project platting,
cutting down on city expenses. This method streamlines land purchases needed for roadway and drainage
work, making development more efficient. Right-of-way requirements are clearly outlined and measured
to help with negotiations and official approvals.

The next steps would be to accept the Transportation Impact Study as the authoritative reference for
calculating transportation-related fees within development agreements.

There was a consensus among the City Council to move forward with accepting the report.
c.  Comprehensive Plan/Zoning discussion - Flink Ave Corridor INFO

City Planner Ryan Saltis presented the Comprehensive Plan/Zoning discussion - Flink Avenue

Corridor. While the city is in the process of updating the Comprehensive Plan, it is important to identify
areas for potential development and consider surrounding uses to ensure that the uses make sense where
they are located. There have been inquiries from both residents and business owners questioning whether
certain uses along the east side of Flink Ave (fronting I-35) are better suited for Industrial or Commercial
purposes. The idea of having this area as a flex zone has been brought to the attention of city staff.

This corridor in question is currently zoned B-Business and is similarly guided as LUB-Land Use
Business in the Comprehensive Plan. The corridor has been guided and zoned commercial dating back to
1978, with the exception of a 6-acre parcel located approximately 350° north of 392nd St. This parcel
was zoned and guided Industrial until 2009, when the land use designation was amended to

commercial. The zoning remained Industrial and was amended to “B” Business in 2022. These parcels
were rezoned to B-Business from B-3 Regional Business in 2018 as part of the previous Comprehensive
Plan Amendment. Several businesses in this corridor are industrial in purpose when considering the
current definitions and uses. These businesses have obtained Conditional Use Permits for outdoor
storage/parking, and overall operations were acceptable at the time of approval under previous zoning
designations.

Pros to Flex Zones:

A flex zone would offer a range of economic and planning benefits that support adaptability, growth, and
efficient land use.

Key advantages of flex zones are provided below:

A Flex Zone provides an area where both industrial and commercial uses can coexist, offering
adaptability and long-term economic benefits. By allowing a wider range of business types, Flex Zones
help communities respond to changing market demands, attract diverse employers, and promote
redevelopment of underused properties. This mix of uses makes more efficient use of public
infrastructure, supports job creation across various industries, and strengthens the city’s tax base. Overall,
a Flex Zone encourages growth, innovation, and flexibility—creating a thriving, future-ready business
environment.

While Flex Zones offer versatility and economic opportunity, they can also create planning and
operational challenges. Allowing both industrial and commercial uses in the same area may lead to
conflicts between heavier industrial activities and customer-oriented businesses, such as noise, traffic, or
aesthetic concerns. The broad range of permitted uses can make it difficult to predict development
patterns or ensure consistent design quality. Additionally, differing infrastructure demands and the
potential for one use type to dominate may limit the intended diversity and balance of the area. Without
clear performance and design standards, Flex Zones can become difficult to manage and may not achieve
their full potential as vibrant, mixed-use employment areas.

Specific to this corridor along Flink Ave in particular, challenges exist, including compatibility of uses
and surrounding area development. High-density development to the west of Flink Ave (Meadows North
Neighborhood) brings an increase in traffic and more residences in general to the area. By having more
housing in the immediate area, the city must be mindful of how surrounding uses are guided in order to
mitigate issues of noise, odor, traffic, design standards and other nuisances. The City’s Use Chart is
attached to this report to identify permitted and conditional uses in each zoning district. This chart is
essential when examining the possibilities of how land can be developed in the future. The City
conducted a rental housing study in 2024 and one of the recommendations of the study included the
consideration of mixed-use zoning for housing and commercial uses within this corridor. See attached.
The City does not currently have a specific flex or mixed-use zoning district, however the city does allow
for Planned Unit Developments.

d.  Budget Discussion INFO

Finance Director Sharon Wright presented the 2026 budgets for the Enterprise Funds (Water, Sewer,
Stormwater, Generation and the Liquor Stores. Sharon then followed up on the 2026 General Fund
Budget.

Conflict of interest - A contribution or
expenditure may not be made if it is not
allowed under the conflict of interest
provisions of the Minnesota Nonprofit
Corpo-ration Act, Minnesota Statutes,
Section 317A.255.

Alcohol - An expenditure may not be made
for the purchase of any intoxicating liquor,
wine, or malt beverages.

Fundraising - An expenditure may not be
made for fundraising costs, except as
allowed for a 501(c)(3) organization or
501(c)(4) festival organization from its
general fund. :

Other organizations - With few excep-
tions, gambling funds may not be contrib-
uted to other organizations or clubs such as
veterans, fraternal, Lions, etc. unless it is a
501(c)(3) organization.

11. The method of winner selection cannot be manipulated or based on the outcome of an event not under the
organization’s contral. (349.173)

12. Persons are not required to be present at a raffle drawing to be eligible to win. (349.173) (7861.0310)

13. Raffle tickets are not sold to or won by persons under age 18. (349.181) (7861.0310)

14. Purchasers are not required to buy anything other than the ticket. (349.173) (7861.0310)

15. Clear and legible house rules in accordance with MN Rule 7861.0310 are prominently posted at the point of winner
selection.

16. An exempt permit financial report (LG220A) must be submitted to the Gambling Control Board within 30 days of the
gambling occasion.
